New Lunch Plan Includes 
2 Meals, Cafeteria Lounge

Two meals a day and snacks 
will  be served next year in the 
school cafeteria, which comes 
uider new management on 
June l. In addition, part of the 
student lunchroom will  be 
remodeled into a "social cen-
ter."  These changes are part of 
a new pay lunch system 
detailed by Directorof Business 
Operations Louise Cronin. 

Central Convenience Items, a 
"diversified  food management 
organization,"  will  conduct all 
aspects of cafeteria business. 
The meals, which will  be 
prepared on campus under the 
guidance of a trained dietician, 
can be purchased with 25 cent 
coupons. 

Full-time faculty members 
will  receive $250.00 per 
academic year in coupons; 
part-time members, $1.50 per 
school day. Except for break-
fast, which will  be served only 
in the student cafeteria, faculty 
and students may eat 

separately. 
This summer, the side of the 

student cafeteria next to the 
athletic field will  be converted 
to a lounge area ; the remainder 
of the room will  continue as a 
dining facility.  New furniture 
and flooring, selected by Mr. 
Clark  and Mrs. Cronin, will  be 
of modern design and diverse in 
color. All  of the present fur-
nishings and vending machines 
will  be removed. 

Mrs. Cronirl  emphasized that 
despite a change in 
management, the present 
lunchroom staff will  be 
retained. They will  remain on 
Horace Mann's payroll, she 
said, and the school will  be 
reimbursed during the year by 
C.C.I. 

Early  estimates set the cost of 
cafeteria renovation in the 
range of $10,000. However, Mrs. 
Cronin said, the choice of 
flooring, which has not yet been 
made, could result in a fluc-
tuation of as much as three or 
four  thousand dollars. 

Breckenridge  Named English  Head

Mr.  Alan Breckenridge, a 
teacher at H.M. for 14 years, 
has been appointed Chairman of 
the English department. He 
replaces Mr.  Robert Cullen, 
who left the faculty last Friday 
for  personal reasons, according 
to the administration. 

Mr.  Cull en's ninth grade class 
is being taken by Mr.  Tharp, 
and his upper school students 
are to choose among several 
eiectives. 

Mr.  Breckenridge's ap-
pointment was annouiced last 
Thursday in a letter from 
Headmaster Clark  to the 
faculty, and would have taken 
effect in September. After  Mr. 
Cullen's departure, Mr. 
Breckenridge became chair-
man. 

Sherratt to Head Dorr 
Because of Mr.  Breck-

enridges's increased res-
ponsibil it ies, Mr.  Glenn 
Sherratt will  replace him as 
Director  of the Dorr 
Laboratory.  Mr.  Sherratt is at 
present an instructor  and 
program coordinator at the 
Connecticut campus. Mr. 
Breckenridge will  retain his ties 
with  the Dorr  program as 
faculty liaison member. 

Mr.  Clark  cited Breck-
enridge's "sensit iv i ty  and 
deep caring"  and said, "My 
confidence in him is un-
bounded." 

The Headmaster reiterated 
his policy of rotating chairmen : 
"Chairmanships are not to be 
held for a lifetime."  Mr.  Clark 
said Mr.  Breckenridge would 
hold his new post "for  a few 
years." 

Mr.  Breckenridge, who 
graduated from Columbia in 
1959 and received his Master's 
degree in English from N.Y.U. 
in 1962, teaches two sections of 
sophomore English and a senior 
elective in Advanced Com-. 

position. The 41-year-old 
teacher plans to retain his class 
load next year and will  continue 
as director of the Searchers 
program. He will  also become 
Middle School Head in Sep-
tember. 

The lossof Mr.  Cullen and Mr. 
Lin  as teachers for next year 
has necessitated the hiring  of a 
new English instructor.  Mr. 
Breckenridge said he is now 
looking for the new teacher, 
who would most likely instruct 
on the upper-school level. 

Against Honors Courses 
Mr.  Breckenridge is "not  in 

favor of expanding the mini-
course' system as it stands 
now."  He is "philosophically" 
opposed to honors courses. 
Although it is difficult  to "stay 
in touch with all students when 
a wide range of ability  is 
represented in a c lass," 
Breckenridge said, the 
"negative. . .effects of honor 
sections and ability  grouping" 
are overriding. He said an 
elective system recognizes 
distinctions between students. 

Mr.  Alan Breckenridge, who 
has replaced Mr.  Cullen as 
Etoglish Chairman. 

Mr.  Breckenridge's successor 
as Director of Dorr  Lab, Mr. 
Glenn Sherratt, will  oversee 
personnel, land development, 
and budgeting. He has been at 
Dorr  for two years, instructing 
the fourth,  sixth, and eighth 
graders who attend sessions 
there.

Brecht's Opera' Opens Next Friday

Next Friday and Saturday. 
May 2nd and 3rd, H.M. will 
present its spring musical, 
Bertolt  Brecht's reaction to the 
staleness of 19th-century 
theatre, "Three Penny Opera" 
Mr.  Barry  Siebelt, the 
production's director, describes 
the show as a testament to the 
raunchiness of the world and 
warns that his unbowdlerfred 
version is not for the easily 
offended. 

The piece is set in the fog-
shrouded streets of London en 
the eve of Queen Victoria's 
coronation and immerses the 
audience in the seamier aspects 
of the night's goings-on The 
evening's tour of the Victorian 
sub-culture is conducted by a 

group of beggars, with oc-
casional additional insights 
from junior  Steve Elliot,  the 
Ballad Singer. Jerry Seidler 
leads a pack of thieves which 
includes baritone Donald 
DCMD Meltzer; Seidler's ex-
pectant bride, Norah Urrutia, 
plays opposite his expecting 
bride, Carly Rochester. The 
cast also includes corrupt 
policemen, ladies of the cob-
bles, and a ' lecherous 
clergyman. 

This show will  be the 
crowning achievement of 
Technical Director Michael 
Blaustein, who makes use of 
every platform,  every lighting 
instrument and every 
stagecrewman the Department 
can muster. 

Tickets for unreserved seats 
are $3. Show time is 8 p.m.

Foreign language teacher 
Charles Tobin, who last 
Thursday received his doc-
torate in linguistics, will  leave 
RM. at the end of the school 
year. He plans to go to Israel, 
where several job offers await 
him. Mr.  Thomas Reil ly, 
language department head, has 
begun interviewing candidates 
to fill  the vacancy. 

Most likely, Dr. Tobin said, he 
will  do research and field work 
with  the Israeli Ministry  of 
Police in Jerusalem. His job 
there would involve criminal 
investigation through the use of 
voice prints. 

Dr. Tobin called his two years 
here "enjoyable"  and said that 
he has made many friends 
among the faculty and has 
especially enjoyed his teacher-
student relationship with the 
class of '76. 

Dr. Tobin has taught Russian, 
Spanish, and General Language 
at H.M. He termed the Hebrew 
minor  which he introduced this 
year "very  successful" and 
added that "I  would have liked 
it  to be a major." 

At  H.M., "the biggest han-
dicap for a foreign language 
teacher," according to Dr. 
lb bin, "is  that not all students 
consider foreign language as 
important  as their other 
courses. It's  reflected in their 
work and their attitude." 

Dr. Tobin, who is 28, married, 
and has one son, spent six years 
in Israel before returning  to 
complete his M.A. and Ph.D. at 
N.Y.U. He was a member of a 
kibbutz  and served for three 
years in the Israeli army.
